Martha Jane Lownds of Station Road Terrace to Elizabeth Cuthbe.  MJL purchased nos. 1 and 2 from John Vincer Minter of Newmarket (master of the workhouse there), John Pawson of Woolwich (retired major) and Charles William Young of Lyminge, Kent (master of the workhouse there), on 18 May 1896.  EC purchased nos. 3 and 4 from the same men.  Includes a schedule of documents:

24 June: Mortgage by Mrs Jane W Ingram to Miss Hannah Elizabeth Roads Merry of Addington Lane, Winslow for £200.  House formerly in occupation of Miss Barton, afterwards Henry Charles Stock, now Winslow Guardians.  Mortgage discharged 30 Sep 1926.

Purchase of 1 Station Road from Mrs Jane Woolhouse Ingram of 29 Belle Vue Terrace, widow, by the Guardians of the Poor of the Winslow Union for £500.
